Dear Dr. Manos,

Thank you for your mail of 27 October about the application in Greece of Article 6 of the
Working Time Directive (Directive 2003/88/EC) as regards the maximum working hours
of doctors in hospitals.

The directive is binding on all EU Member States. Doctors employed in hospitals are
fully covered by the Directive since the original Working Time Directive entered into
force in 1996. Transitional provisions applied to doctors in training, who were covered
only under an amending Directive which entered into force in August 2003. The
transitional provisions envisaged a progressive reduction of average weekly working
time for doctors in training over the period August 2004 - July 2009. However, the 48-
hour limit to average weekly working time now applies to doctors in training in all
Member States except three (the Netherlands, Hungary and the UK) where the limit is 52
hours on average until July 2011.

The Commission has received a number of complaints that doctors and doctors in
training in Greek public hospitals are obliged to work hours which considerably exceed
the limits fixed by the Directive.

Arising from those complaints, the Commission has sent a letter of formal notice to
Greece on this issue. A copy of the press release is attached. The Commission is
presently considering the appropriate next steps, in view of the replies received from the
Greek authorities.
